RESOLUTION 2011-

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR AN ELECTION TO BE HELD TO ELECT A MAYOR AND
TWO COUNCILMEMBERS IN THE CITY OF MIDLOTHIAN; DEFINING THE TERM OF
OFFICE; DESIGNATING THE POLLING LOCATION FOR SAID ELECTION; DESIGNATING
THE ELECTION JUDGE AND PROVIDING FOR CLERICAL PERSONNEL FOR SAID
ELECTION; DESIGNATING THE TIME AND PLACE OF SAID ELECTION; PROVIDING FOR A
RUN-OFF ELECTION; AND PROVIDING FOR THE FILING OF APPLICATIONS FOR
OFFICIAL BALLOTS FOR SAID ELECTION.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MIDLOTHIAN, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Election of a Mayor and Two Councilmembers. That an election be held on the
second Saturday in May 2011, being May 14, 2011, under and by virtue of the provisions of the
Charter of the City of Midlothian, Texas and the laws of the State of Texas, for the purpose of electing
a Mayor and Councilmembers for Places One and Two. Each shall serve for a term of three (3) years,
their terms expiring in May 2014.

SECTION 2. Filing of Applications. Any person desiring his/her name to appear on the
official ballot for the election of said City Councilmembers, or desiring to file as a write-in candidate,
shall file his/her sworn application with the City Secretary at the City Office, beginning February 12,
2011 and ending on March 14, 2011; write-in candidate filing period ends March 21, 2010.

SECTION 3. Election Judge and Clerical Personnel. Linda Hamilton is hereby designated as
Presiding Election Judge and the Presiding Judge is authorized and directed to employ sufficient
clerical personnel to efficiently conduct said election. Joy Hitchcock is hereby designated to serve as
Alternate Election Judge.

SECTION 4. Early Voting Board. Linda Hamilton and designated election clerks are hereby
appointed to serve as the Early Voting Ballot Board for the election to be held on Saturday, May 14,
2011,

SECTION 5. Early Voting. Early voting for the election shall be held at the Midlothian
Conference Center, #1 Community Circle, Midlothian, Texas, and said place of Early Voting shall
remain open between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on normal working days, which is not a
Saturday, Sunday, or an official State Holiday, beginning on May 2, 2011 and continuing through May
6, 2011. In addition, two twelve-hour voting days will be provided: Monday, May 9 and Tuesday,
May 10 — polls will be open from 7:00 a. m. — 7:00 p.m. on those two days.

SECTION 6. Time and Place of Election. That said election shall be held at the Midlothian
Conference Center, #1 Community Circle, Midlothian, Texas for all city precincts and the time of the
election shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Saturday, May 14, 2011.

SECTION 7. Run-Off Election. Providing for a Run-Off Election if necessary and
designating the date as Tuesday, June 7, 2011, with the location being the Midlothian Conference




Center, #1 Community Circle, 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., and designating the Presiding Election Judge as
Linda Hamilton with the Alternate Election Judge being Joy Hitchcock.

SECTION 8. Bilingual Election. The election shall be conducted with bilingual (English and
Spanish) election materials and methods, in accordance with the Federal VVoting Rights Act.

SECTION 9. Voting System. The election shall be conducted with AutoMARK Voter Assist
System, Model A-100, for disabled voters in accordance with the Help America Vote Act (HAVA).

About the Financing

DMA will be applying to the Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs (TDHCA) for funding
under the Housing Tax Credit program. This program, established by the Congress in 1986, provides
incentives to the private sector for investing in affordable housing. The program is regulated by the
Internal Revenue Service and administered by State Housing Finance Agencies. Private investors infuse
equity into the affordable developments, receiving tax credits for their equity contributions. This infusion
of equity ensures that the property have a relatively low mortgage, allowing the development to charge
rents that are affordable to persons with incomes at or below 60% of Area Median.

DMA will also be applying to TDHCA's HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME Program).
Authorized under the Cranston-Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act, the purpose of the program is
to expand the supply of decent, safe, affordable housing through partnerships with Units of General Local
Governments and non-profit or for-profit entities. TDHCA's HOME Division is responsible for
administering the HOME program by awarding grants and loans to entities providing affordable housing to
low-income families and seniors.

Because the City of Midlothian does not receive its own allocation of HOME funds, this project is eligible
to apply for TDHCA's allocation of HOME funds as long as it receives a resolution of support from the City
of Midlothian, authorizing the project to request HOCME funds on behalf of the local political subdivision.
This resolution of support does not obligate the City of Midlothian to provide any financing for this
development, nor does it create any other liability for the City of Midlothian. The HOME program requires
this resolution to ensure that this important source of state funding reaches only those communities that
support proposed developments. DMA has received similar resolutions of support from other Texas
cities, most recently in the cities of Corsicana and Santa Fe, Texas.

Under these programs, this development will pay property taxes with no abatement or exemption.

AGENDA CAPTION: Consider and take action to approve the reclassification of a position in the
Parks Department from Maintenance Worker Il to Parks Maintenance Supervisor position.

ITEM SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: Over the last five years, the park system has expanded from 94
acres to 457 acres and participation in supported sports activities has increased by 8 %. In addition,
the Parks Department has taken on the added tasks of providing special entertainment programs
including concerts averaging 400 in attendance, Movies in the Park averaging 375 in attendance, and
providing assistance at community events such as the Spring Fling, Fall Festival, July 4™ Parade,
Christmas Parade, Softball World Series, Brandon Palady Tournament. During this time, due to budget
constraints, the Parks and Recreation budget for staffing, operations, and management has decreased
by 5.56 %. The City is now on the cusp of expanding formal park areas and undertaking numerous
projects to renovate and upgrade existing parks. This activity alone will require reorganization of
current activities of the Park and Recreation Manager’s time and attention to these new activities and
responsibilities.

To compensate for this time adjustment, it is necessary to expand park maintenance staff to provide for
the daily working supervisor/administrator of maintenance operations and activities. To do this, the
City must hire a qualified field operations supervisor who has the education, experience, and
understanding of the technical difficulties of park maintenance and has the skill set to effectively
manage the limited staff assigned to park and sport field operations.

Therefore, it is recommended that a currently budgeted Park Maintenance Worker Il position be
reclassified from pay grade 13 to pay grade 17 in the non-exempt pay plan. The new position will be
called a Parks Maintenance Supervisor. This position is equivalent to the foreman position in the
Utilities Department in Public Works.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATION: City Departments and the Human Resources Department
periodically review positions and determine if jobs are properly classified in the City’s pay plan.
Human Resources utilizes a systematic job evaluation system that the City purchased from the Waters
Consulting Group Inc in 2005 as part of the Compensation Study (Agenda Item 2005-232). This
system is used to evaluate the compensable factors relative to a job including: (1) education, (2)
experience, (3) management and supervision, (4) human collaboration skills, (5) freedom to act, (6)
technical skills, (7) fiscal responsibilities, (8) working conditions. Based on points assigned to these
factors, all jobs are “classified” into the various pay grades in the exempt and non-exempt pay plan.
This system also creates “internal equity” for jobs.

Externally, the City also surveys the benchmark cities that were determined by City Council. At that
point city staff determines what salary is internally reasonable as well as externally competitive to seek
the best qualified job applicants.

FINANCIAL IMPACT/FUNDING SOURCE: If approved, this action will not increase the overall
budgeted FTE count or budget for the Parks Department. For FY 2010-2011, the estimated
savings will be $2,505 and the annual financial savings for FY 2011-2012 will be $8.16. See attached
cost impact report.
