The voter-approval rate is the highest tax rate that CITY OF MIDLOTHIAN may adopt without holding an election to seek voter
approval of the rate.

The proposed tax rate is greater than the no-new-revenue tax rate. This means that CITY OF MIDLOTHIAN is proposing to increase
property
taxes for the 2021 tax year.

A PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED TAX RATE WILL BE HELD ON September 7, 2021 at 6:00 PM at City Council
Chambers 104 W. Ave. E Midlothian, TX 76065.

The proposed tax rate is not greater than the voter-approval tax rate. As a result, CITY OF MIDLOTHIAN is not required

ITEM SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: 
 

Conduct a Public Hearing Regarding the Proposed FY 2021-2022 Tax Rate 

Once the calculated No-New-Revenue (NNR) and Voter Approval (VA) tax rates are reported to the 

governing body, the governing body then assumes the duty of complying with Truth-in-Taxation laws. 

A taxing unit must hold a public hearing and publish a newspaper ad before adopting a tax rate that 

exceeds the NNR rate or the VA tax rate, whichever rate is lower. 
 

The City Council, at its August 10, 2021 City Council Meeting, took a record vote to propose a tax rate 

of $0.675000. This tax rate exceeds the NNR tax rate ($0.651129). Since the proposed tax rate exceeds 

the NNR tax rate, the public hearing requirement is triggered. 
 

The City Council may adopt a final tax rate equal to or less than the currently proposed tax rate of 

$0.675000; however, if a higher tax rate is proposed then the Truth-in-Taxation legal notice and public 

hearing requirements must begin again. 
 

Public Hearing 

The City Council scheduled and announced the public hearing at its August 10, 2021 Council Meeting. 

The public hearing to consider a tax rate was scheduled for Tuesday, September 7, 2021. 

 

The Texas Property Tax Reform and Transparency Act of 2019 changed the public hearing requirements, 

reducing the amount of hearings from two to one, and allows the governing body to adopt the tax rate 

on the same day as the public hearing. The meeting to vote on the tax rate may not be held before the 

fifth day after the date of notice of the public hearing is given (August 19, 2021) and no more than 7 

days after the public hearing (scheduled for September 7, 2021). 
 

Legal Notices 

A Notice of Public Hearing on Tax Increase must be published in the newspaper and on the City’s 

website. This notice was published in the Midlothian Mirror on August 19, 2021; and is currently posted 

on the City’s website.

If the governing body does not vote on the proposed tax rate at the public hearing, the governing body 

shall announce at the public hearing the date, time and place of the meeting in which it will vote on the 

proposed tax rate.
