ITEM SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: 
The notice of bid for Water Treatment Plant Chemicals was released on October 14, 2009. This bid was 
advertised in the Waxahachie Daily Light and the Midlothian Mirror on October 14 and 21, 2009. The bid was 
also uploaded to Demand Star with one hundred forty-two suppliers being notified of the bid opportunity. 
Thirty-two vendors received bids and ten bids were received by the bid closing time on November 6, 2009 at 
2:00 p.m. C.S.T. The attached bid tabulation breaks down the specific responses from each vendor. The 
recommendations for awarding each chemical are as follows: 
 
- Eagle Labs – Polymer One and Polymer Two 
- DPC Industries – Liquid Chlorine and 50% Caustic Soda 
- KA Steel – 25% Caustic Soda 
 
Potassium Permanganate - The three (3) vendors that bid on this item buy their product from manufacturers in 
either India or Czechoslovakia which when laboratory tested does not meet our requirements (please refer to 
Attachment #2). 
 
No bids were received for Anhydrous Ammonia.  
 
SPECIAL CONSIDERATION: 
Liquid Aluminum Sulfate will be bid out separately so that the necessary storage container can be bid along 
with the chemical.

AGENDA CAPTION:   
Consider and act upon awarding a contract to H & W Petroleum Company, Inc. for Bulk Unleaded and Diesel 
Fuel 
 
ITEM SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: 
A bid for Bulk Unleaded and Diesel Fuel was opened for bidding on October 14, 2009. The bid was advertised 
in the Waxahachie Daily Light and the Midlothian Mirror on October 14, 2009 and October 21, 2009. The bid 
was also uploaded to Demand Star with one hundred and twenty-three suppliers being notified of the bid 
opportunity. Four vendors requested bids and one bid was received by the bid closing time on October 30, 2009 
at 2:00 p.m. C.S.T. The contract is for an initial term of two years with three successive one-year renewals 
available. The bid price was $0.06 per gallon above OPIS (Oil Price Information Service). OPIS is the most 
widely accepted fuel price benchmark for supply contracts and competitive positioning.      
 
SPECIAL CONSIDERATION: 
A secondary source for fuel is available to the City of Midlothian. The City of Fort Worth National Fuel 
Cooperative contract was awarded by the Fort Worth City Council on November 12, 2009. T.A.C. Corporation 
was awarded the unleaded fuel and was the secondary award on diesel with Martin Eagle being awarded the 
diesel fuel portion of the contract and was the secondary award on unleaded. The most advantageous option 
from a cost standpoint for Midlothian would be to use Martin Eagle for both fuels since they do not have an 
additional freight charge. However, Martin Eagle does not provide for scheduled deliveries and works on a call 
out basis. This would require more staff time to monitor tank levels and anticipated usage to ensure adequate 
fuel supplies for all City operations including emergency services. H & W Petroleum Company, Inc. has been a 
trusted and dependable supplier of both unleaded fuel and diesel fuel products for over eight years. They work 
on a scheduled delivery, which for the City of Midlothian is every Thursday at 10:00 a.m. The potential savings 
of going with an unknown contract may not justify going away from the known performance of a long-time 
vendor. Also, Martin Eagle has bid on the City’s Fuel Contract in the past and had the opportunity to bid on this 
contract but declined to do so.  
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT/FUNDING SOURCE:
